The acquisition of toileting skills is a necessary part of the quality of life and independence for children with autism and the inability to self-toilet can present barriers to establishing routines, such as successful socialization with peers (Rinald & Mirenda, 2012). Parents and educators may help facilitate the acquisition of toileting skills by creating a portable plan that harnesses the power of visual supports, which is a well-established, evidence-based approach for helping children with autism acquire new skills and successfully navigate their environments (Odom et al., 2003).
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
